CASE STUDY

OBJECTIVE

To develop an “off-airport” industrial park to accommodate the real
estate needs of the airfreight and logistics industry serving Houston
Intercontinental Airport by offering a better ground transportation access
and more favorable economic terms than existing “on-airport” industrial
products.

STRATEGY

Trammell Crow Company developed a 24.3 acre Master Planned
industrial business park offering Class A industrial offices and warehouse
space. The development offered the airfreight and logistics companies
that needed immediate access to the Trammell Crow Company Air
CargoCentres | and Il with a real estate solution that afforded access to
all major highways while avoiding the congestion associated with the
Central Terminal Area and provided a cost advantage over traditional
“on-airport” facilities.
